It is
the great converging point for the railroads of the
%% Southwest. It has grown from a small adobe hamlet
to the dimensions of a city, lit wih gas and electricity, pro-
vided with the only international street car line in the world,
and claiming a population of enterprising and progressive
people whose achievements in the past are an able and trust-
worthy guarantee for the future.

As the city day by day widens its boundaries, so the neces-
sity for a work of this kind has increased, and it is now given
to the public with the assurance that nothing has been left
undone tomake it in every way worthy of the citizens of El
Paso, and as a directory thoroughly complete in every par-
ticular.

The introductory sketch briefly reviews the rise and pro*
gress of our city, and is designed to give strangers an idea of
the land we live in, while presenting in book form a memoir
of early times, which is readily lost in the read-to-day—to be
forgotten to- mormw—-dally journals of the city. 7

EL PASO.

| histery. The people of El Paso have but little.
And the history of El Paso proper may be

_said to have commenced in the year 1827. At that

time the grand old town of Paso del Norte was large
and flourishing. Over 250 years old, it had spread itself for
six miles down the banks of the Rio Grande, and boasted a
population of 10,000 souls. One of its most prominent citi-
zens in those days, when both sides of the river was in Mexi-
can territory, was Don Juan Maria Ponce de Leon, who in
that year made application to his government to pre-empt the
land which was just opposite and across the river, and which
to-day includes the municipal boundaries of E]l Paso. The State
government of the State of Chihuahua made the grant asked
for by Ponce de Leon, and he commenced to plant his vines
and grow his grapes on this side of the river. Despite the
Mexican war Ponce de Leon seems to have held quiet posses-
‘sion until his death in 1872, when the land fell into the pos-
session of an American named William T. Smith, who in 1859
sold it to John S. Gillett, Josiah F. Crosby, Vincente St, Vrain
and William Morton. These men went to work and laid out
a town and published a map, anticipating a heavv influx of
immigration to the banks of thé Rio Grande should the agita-
tion of the question of a Southern Pacific railroad across the
continent, which had been proposed by Jefferson Davis when
Secretary of War, take practicable shape, At that time EI
Paso was known as Franklin, 2 name retained upon all the
old maps, but which has given place to the much more appro-
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priate one of El Paso. adopted by the first incorporators of
the city.

Up to the time referred to El Paso had no further impor-
tance than attached to a half-way house on the continent inthe
old stage days. The principal public buildings were the two
hotels, one belonging to the Overland Stage Company,
erected at a cost of $40,000, and the other to the San Antonio
and San Diego Stage Company, erected at abount half that
cost. The first of these buildings still exist in the Overland
building on El Paso street, but the latter was torn down last
year to make away for the extehsion of Oregon street. EI
Paso was at this time a stage center, just as it is to-day a
railroad center. It was half way between St. Louis and New
Orleans on the east and San Francisco on the west, and

" between Chihuahua on the south and Santa Fé on the north.

The war brought to El Paso a period of depression, as it
did to the whole South, and it did not revive again until 1876.
The talk of transcontinentol railroads over the southern
route was resumed in that vear, and a number of our citizens
were endowed with sufficient foresight to see that their arrival
was only a question of time and to invest aceordingly.

INCORPORATION. /|~

In 1873 the city was incorporated, the first mayor being
Benjamin S. Dowelland the aldermen Andrew Hornick and
William Gryer from the First Ward, Joseph Schutz and Thos.
A, Massic from the Second and John S. Gillett and John F.
Evans from the Third. The election was held August 12th
and only 105 votes were cast. There was some dispute over
this election, and on the 13th of October, just two months
after, another election was held to fill the vacancies, cansed
by the resignation of Gryer and Massic and Schutz, failing to
qualify. M. A. Jones, J. W. Tays and Frank C. Marsh were
elected to fill the vacancies. / Thi% city government fell into
disuse in 1875, none of the officers caring to carry on the pre-
tence of continuing the government of a large town in a small
village. The city government did not awake from its Rip

Van Winkle slumbers until 1880, when, in compliance with a
petition from the people, the Board of County Commissioners
ordered an election, which was held July 3,.1880c.

RAILROADS, r

The first railroad to reach El Paso was the Southern Pacific.
Starting from San Francisco, this road runs through Southern
California, Arizona and New Mexico, 1285 miles, to El Paso,
The first train ran into town May 13, 1881, opening up a
winter route from the Pacific coast to the shores of the Atlan-
tic. In'less than three weeks after, the first train from the
north arrived over the line of the Atchison, Topeka & Santa
Feé. This popular line, starting from Kansas City, runs 1275
miles to El Paso and opens up to our merchants the trade of
the fruitful and productive Valley of the Rio Grande. .This
line is a wonderful example of what energy, enterprise and
capital can do to conquer nature in her wildest aspect, and
to lovers of mountain scenery a trip over the Santa Fé road
is a genuine treat.

About the time the Santa Fé got into El Paso the Texas &
Pacific was making strenuous efforts to get over the ground, |
and the whistle of its first locomotive echoed through the |
town January I, 1882. This line extends from Texarkana, via |
Dallas and Fort Worth, to El Paso, a distance f 1,000 miles,
but taken with its connections—it is a part of the great Gould
system—it controls g,oco miles of track. The road passes
through the richest pastoral districts of Texas, and has been
an important factor in the projreas of the counties throngh
which it passes. 3

The Galveston, Harrisburg & San Antonio line did not
enter the city until January 12, 1883. It was built to a junc-
tion with the eastern division by the construction gangs of
the Southern Pacific, who immediately, on completion of.the
latter road, were set to work without a halt to build from El
Paso eastward. The Galveston, Harrisburg & San Antonio
extends from El Paso, via Houston, by connections to New-
Orleans, a distance of 1275 miles,

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The Santa I'¢ railroad people, in conjunction with Boston,
New York and Chicago capitalists, having secured valuable
_concessions from the Mexican government, commenced the
construction of the Mexican Central railroad, which was
brought to a successful conclusion in April of last year,
making the fifth great trunk line running into El Paso. This
road is of immense importance, not only to the merchants of
El Paso, but to those of the United States at large, opening up
as it does an all-rail communication with the City of Mexico
and the interior towns of the republic. All the large cities of
Northern and Central Mexico are now within a few days of
our doors, and an active and increasing trade has sprung up
with the cities of Chihuahua, Aguas Calientes, Leon and
| Pueretaro. The maih line extends from its initial point at
| El Paso to the City of Mexico, a distance of 1250 miles. Two
branch lines are in course of construction—one from Tampico
and another from San Blas on the coast. The former has
been built east 180 kilometers, or about 108 miles, and the
latter 45 kilometers, or about 27 miles. The Tampico
branck opens up a rich mineral and agricultural country,
while the latter passes through splendid pastoral lands. The
business over the company’s lines is continually increasing,
and the Mexican government in every way facilitates the
operations of the company. Hence in the construction of
the Mexican Central only two accidents that could be attrib-
uted to train wrecking has occurred—as good a showing as
can be made by any railroad in the United States operating

trary notwithstanding.

All the officials of our railroads are popular in El Paso, as
they all seem equally anxious to build up what its lovers
delight to call “The City of the Pass.” The Mexican Central
isrepresented here by a corps of officials who are distinguished
by their uniform politeness and courtesy in their intercourse
with the public.

The following towns in Texas and New Mexico are tribu-
tary to El Paso, deriving their supplies from that great railroad
center. Ysleta, with a population of 3000 ; Locono, with
700; San Alzeario, with 1100 ; Rio Grande, zoo; Camp
Rice, 500 : Sierra Blanca, 2co, and Fort Davis, about 2000,
all in Texas. In New Mexico the towns that draw their sup-
plies from El Paso are: Chamborino, La Union, Npm-
bre de Dios, Las Cruces, Rincon, Deming, Silver
City, Lake Valley and Lordsburg. In Mexico the wholesale
trade of our merchants extends as far as the Mexican Central
reaches, and our retail trade takes in the towns of Paso del
Norte, Senecue, Saragossa, San Ignacio, Carrizal, Corralitos,
Janos, Ascension, Casas Grandes, Galeana, El Valle, Carman,
etc.  All these towns trade directly with El Paso, and to meet

the demand our merchants are compelled to carry perbaps

the heaviest stocks to be found in any city of the size in the
Southwest,

AS A MINING CENTER,
El Paso is bound in a very short time to take a leading
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position. The Organ mountains, the White Oaks country in
| New Mexico, the District of Carrizal in Old Mexico and the

between the two republics. Copper ore carrving considerable
i silver has been found in this range, but up to the present only
prospecting work has been done.

In the neighborhood of the Sierra Blanca and Carrizo sta-
tions coppér and lead are found in abundance, and in the
neighborhood of Fort Quitman first-class deposits of bitumi-
nous coal have been discovered.

STREET RAILROADS.

El Paso boasts of having the only international street rail-
road in the world. It was constructed in December, 1882,
7 by two companies, one Mexican and one¢ American. The
former own the line in Mexico and the latter the portion in
Texas. The bridge over the Rio Grande, by which the cars
4 cross to Paso del Norte, is owned jointly by the two compa-

nies, and was built under concessions from the congresses of

both republics. Both companies are combined under one |
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Management, and are to run as one under contract for fifty
years. The bridge over the Rio Grande is 6go feet long,
built upon poles driven 25 feet beneath the bed of the river.
The upper works are of Louisiana pine, and the flooring is
sufficiently wide to allow ample room for vehicles and foot
passengers outside the car track. The main line runs from
El Paso to Paso del Norte, a distance of two and a half miles,
and the offices and stables of the companies are situated
about midway on the Texas side. In addition to the main
line a branch runs the length of San Antonio street, and is a
great convenience to those living in the suburbs,
FIRE DEPARTMENT.

The volunteer fire department of El Paso is as well organ-
ized as that of any city in the Southwest. It was first organ-
ized in April, 1882, and ever since has done gallant service in
fighting the fire iend. The department includes hose com-
panies Nos. 1 and 2 and P. E. Kern Hook and Ladder Com-
pany No. 3, the organization of which is as yet incomplete,
The present officers are: Chief, L. H. Maxwell ; Assistant
Chief. Ben F. Levy ; Foreman Hose Company No. 1, M, i S
Kohlberg ; Assistant Foreman, John T. Brysh. Hose Com-
pany No. z—Foreman, E. A. Stuart ; Assistant Foreman, C.
C. Kiefer. P. E.Kern Hook and Ladder Company No. 3—
Foreman, W, H. Tuttle ; Assistant Foreman, Dan Kelly, The
apparatus for the department, which includes a Babcock
fire extinguisher, costs in all $3760, which is exclusive of the
uniforms, which cost about $800 additional. - A fine bell at
the headquarters on East Overland street gives the alarm
when the services of the fire department are required, and the
quickness of the response is one of the boasts of the city.

CHURCHES,
The Catholic church is of course the oldest in E] Paso,
but for a long time the Catholics of this parish were obliged
to worship over the river at Paso del Norte or drive some

miles to Ysleta. Now they have a handsome little church
and the regular ministrations of the Rev. Father de Palma,
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S. J., who succeeded the priest who organized the congrega-
tion in 1881,

The Protestant Episcopal Church was established here in
1870 by the late Rev. J. W. Tays. His demise in November
last has left the church without a pastor, awaiting the action

‘of Bishop Elliot, of San Antonio. Messrs. Conklin and

Turner are the church wardens.

The First Presbyterian Church was organized. about three
years ago, and through the exertions of the Rev. ]. A. Mer-
rill, now of California, a neat stone edifice was erected, with
seating capacity for 3oo people. Rev, ]. K. Fowler, of Rock-
ford, 1l1., is the present pastor.

The Trinity Methodist Church has a membership of forty-
nine and is in a healthy condition.

The Baptists are also strong in El Paso, and have a new
church, which is now nearly completed.

WATER WORKS.

The El Paso water works were constructed in 1882 by Mr.
Sylvester Watts, of St. Louis, Mo,, after the works of which
city they are modeled. There are two reservoirs—the set-
tling and storage reservoirs. The former has a capacity of
1,500,000 gallons and the latter of 2,500,000. The elevation
of the works above the city enables a stream to be thrown
over the highest building, and as hydrants have been placed
at nearly every block, the fire department has always at hand
an ample supply of water t® deal with any conflagration
which may arise.

TELEPHONE EXCHANGE.

The El Paso Telephone Exchange was started Seplember'
20, 1883, with forty subscribers., To-day there are .ninety-
four subscribers, thirteen of whom are in Paso del Norte,
The Exchange is a branch of the Erie Telegraph and Tele-
phone Company, and is under the management of Mr. J. P.
Pryor,

PUBLIC SCHOOL.

The El Paso Public School is a large and magaificent struc-

ture, erected at a cost of $20,000. The number of children
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now attending is 285, all of whom are under the instruction of
competent and experienced teachers.

' SOUIETIES.

Among the friendly and benevolent societies of El Paso
may be mentioned El Paso Lodge No. 284, 1. 0. O. F;
Knights of Pythias; A. F.and A. M.; Knights of Honor, B.
of L. F.; and the Knights and Ladies of Honor. All those
societies are in a a prosperous condition and some of them
have been established for years.

CLIMATE.

The climate of Ll Paso is mild and uniform, and the warm
summer days are followed by cool and refreshing nights. Fre-
quent showers and cooling breezes moderate the effects of a
Julv sun, and for the rest of the year the climate is one of per-
petual spring, invigorating and healthful, The following
from the annual report of the United States States Signal
Observer for 1884 will give a clear idea of the favorite climate
influences the people of EI Paso live under:

PASO DEL NORTE.

SfHLE old town across the river is a study for the tourist.
The old mud-roofed adobe houses, the quaint customs

: of the people and the historic ancient church which
has stood for over 287 years, and which is still used as a place
of worship, are all centers of attraction. The walls of the
church are five feet thick, built of adobes, and the flat, dirt
roof would seem heavy enough to crush them; yet the build-
ing is as strong to-day as the moment it was first built. The
joints supporting the enormous weight of the roof are roughly
carved and sound as a nut. The spiral staircase leading to the
bell tower is a curiosity. Not a nail or bolt has been used in
its construction.

Nearly all the ground around Paso del Norte is in vines,
the product of which is sold for eating grapes or manufac-
tured into wine or brandy. The grape is known as the Mis-
sion grape, from having been introduced by the Spanish
missionaries in the old days of the Conquistadores. It is hardy
and laughs at insect plagues. About 6co vines can be planted
to the acre, and require no further care than to be irrigated
four times a year, and to be covered in winter to prevent
freezing. Each vine will produce nearly a gallon of wines
which, when one year old, sells for #$z a gallon. The wine
produced from the El Paso grape somewhat resembles pure
Port, but has a slight tart flavor, which renders it an agree-
able beverage in the heat of the summer. With age the

brandy made in the Rio Grande Valley nearly approaches the |

finest French product, and is completely free from the heavy
oils which are so destrctive to the human stomach.

MARKET GARDENING,
Market gardening within the past few years has sprung into
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i special prominence. Among those who are engaged in this
profitable business may be mentioned Judge John P. Hilton,
Messrs. Smith, Dunne and others. As a proof of the richuness
of the soil, cabbages were grown in the neighborhood of the
city last year weighing twenty-five pounds, and there is now
on exhibition at New Orleans one measuring one foot and
i four inches in diameter. The profits of this business is large,
5 Out of three acres last year, for which he paid $100 an acre,
' Mr. Dunne, after deducting all expenses, made 1oo per cent.,
which will be considerably increased this year,
