letter carvier oftices. Postal cards owne ecent each, Postal
cards are unmailuble with any writing or printing on the
address side, except the direction, or with auything pasted
npon or atiached to them.

Second Clazgs—Ouly for publishers and vews agents; publi-
cations of the second class, when sent by the publishers there-
of, and news agents, are snbject to postage at the rate of one
eent a pound or fraction thereof. The rate of postage ou news-
papers and periodieal publications of the second class, when
sent by others than the publisher or news agent, is one cent for
each four ounces or fraction thereof, and must be fully prepaid.

Third Class—Printed matter, in unsealed wrappers, only (all
mutter ivclosed in sealed envelopes notched on the sides or
corners, must pay letter rates), one cent for each two onnces
or fraction thereof, which must be fully prepaid. Thisineludes
books, circulars, ehromos, hand-bills, engravings, lithographe,
magazines, mosic, newspapers, pamphlets, photographs, proof-

sheets and manuseript accompanying the same, reproduetion
by the eleetric pen, hektograph, metallograph, papyrograph,
and, in short, any copying press not in the nature of 4 personal
correspondence.  Limit of weight four pounds, except for a
single book, which may weigh mope. Third class matter must
be fully prepaid or it will not be forwarded.

Fourth Class—All mailable matter not included in the three
preceeding classes, which is 8o prepared as to be easily with-
drawn from the wrapper and examined, one cenl per onnve or
fraction thereof. Limit of weight four pounds. Full prepay-
ment compulsory.

Letters and Postal Cards—Same rates and conditions of pre-
payment as for domestie letters and postal cards.

Other Matter—Same tates and conditions of transmission as
for matter for delivery within the United States, except that
merchaudise is rigidly excluded. Samples of merchandise are
mailable, but they must not exceed eight ounces in weight, and
are subject to a postage of fen cents each. They must also be
strietly specimens of goods for sale.

T0O MEXICO.

The rates of postage to Mexico are the same asin the United
States.

TO POSTAL UNION COUNTRIES.

Letters—Five cents per half ounce or fraction thereof, (fifteen
grams being the postal equivalent of half an ounee), IPostal
cards two cents each. Printed watter and samples of merchan-
lise, one cent for each two ounces or fraction thereof.

Registered Matter—The fee on registered matter, domestic
or foreign, is ten cents for each letter or parcel, to be aflixed in
stamps, in addition to the postage. Full prepayment of post-
age and fee is reqmred.
