Postoffices •In Texas
From U. S. Official Postal Guide.

The postoffioes in Texas are divided into
four classes, the first three being called pres-
idential postofficea for tbe reason that when
the salary of a postmaster reaches the sum
of one thousand dollars, the appointment by
law vests in the president. In tbe fourth
class is found nearly all the offices; the
salary being less than one thousand dollars,
the postmaster is appointed by the post-
master-general. The first class contains all
offices where the salary is at least three thous-
and dollars; the second class runs Irotu two
thousand to tbree thousand dollars; and the
third class from one thousand to two thousand
dollars. The population of the United States
as per census of ] 900, was 76,295,220; of Texas,
3,048,710 (males, 1,il78,900; females, 1,409,810.
