Their performance against the Arizona Wildcats led Tucson
sportswriter Abe Chanin to write "The underdog, courageous young Miners provided the best football

An identical showing was made
against the powerful Tech Red Raiders the weck following Tech's 41-0 slaughter of Arizona. The Raid-
ers’ relentless power ground out a 27-7 victory when pre-game predictions had Tech winning by astro-
nomical figures.

On the
brighter side was the Miners' season-ending victory over West Texas State, their 41-7 romping over
the New Mexico Aggies, and their brilliant showing against New Mexico University, 32-7. The '51
season, although a losing one statistically, was a success for Coach Brumbelow and his young Miners.
